Aggregation (2)

ATo this end, we are currently beginning a series of National
Meetings, one in each Member State, designed to enable
discussion, to build consensus and support progress from
whatever the current position may be on national
aggregation issues, especially those which involve local and
regionally-sourced content.

AThe first of the 27 planned National meetings have taken
place in Sweden, Belgium, Bulgaria, Portugal, Czech
Republic, and Romania.

AThe guestion of how local and regional content can most
effectively be aggregated and made available for further use
by Europeana and other services is at the heart of things.

AHow are things going, what challenges are they facing (e.g.
financing and business models)?
