What is ‘Put Your Library on the Map?’

Put Your Library on the Map is a national campaign being coordinated on the 4th February by the Collections Trust. The purpose of the campaign is to encourage the public to visit and support their local libraries. 

How does it work?

Smartphone users stand in or near your library, and open up http://www.findalibrary.org.uk. They then click on ‘Use my location’ to confirm where they are, and then ‘Put library on the map’.

This updates our information about library locations, helping us to create a more accurate picture of UK public libraries.

What do I need to do?

Encourage your visitors and your local community to visit on the 4th February and use their smartphone to put your library on the map! You can do this by printing out the poster and putting it in the foyer/library entrance or at the desk. 

Please feel free to use the logo in any imaginative and creative ways you can think of! It is entirely open for you to use.

Isn’t it open to abuse?

No. Users need to be within a fixed distance of the library for their update to be accepted. Updates from other locations will be flagged and will not be added to the information about your library.

My Library isn’t on there/is in the wrong place?

We have made every effort to ensure that our data is as accurate as possible, but nobody’s perfect! If the information about your library is inaccurate, you can use the ‘Report updates’ button to correct it.  

Who is the Collections Trust?

We are a UK charity working to open up museum, library and archive collections for use and enjoyment by everyone. ‘Find a Library’ is entirely free to use.
5-step Guide to Putting Your Library on the Map

1. Go to your local library (you can find where it is using www.findalibrary.org.uk)

2. Open up www.findalibrary.org.uk and click ‘Use my location’

3. Click ‘Put library on map’

4. Click ‘I am at the library’ to confirm

5. Go and enjoy everything your library has to offer!
